REFLECTION
A NEW COMMUNITY
The early church sought to embody all that Christ had accomplished and their corporate love for him engendered a
powerful sense of belonging. Their life together, while not perfect, stood out in a world that was as materialistic and
self indulgent as ours. It was their radical commitment to work out Jesus’ teaching to love their neighbour as them-
selves that resulted in the basic provision of social security. The way they lived attracted widespread attention and
many came to trust in Jesus.

God loves us completely
so no one can blackball us. All we need do to belong is to humble ourselves and personally put our trust in Christ to
save save Uus.
